Every four years, patrols of Scouts and Venturers, both all boys and mixed boys and girls, from over
20 different countries gather at Northwoods Scout Reservation near West Branch for a miniature
World Jamboree called a Michigan International Camporee (MIC). At an MIC, every Scout and
Venturer is part of a campsite troop that contains Scouts from outside the U.S. and Canada. There
are no merit badges earned at an MIC. It does not replace a troop’s week at summer camp. Instead,
an MIC’s mix of Scouting activities and international friendship and fellowship offers our Scouts and
Venturers a unique opportunity to meet and get to know Scouts from all over the world.

The next MIC will be held from Sunday afternoon, July 22, to Sunday morning, July 29, 2012.
International contingents will arrive in Michigan the weekend of July 14-15 for a week of pre-MIC
home stays with their host troops and crews. Then at MIC 2012 each intgrnational contingent will
camp in the same campsite as the MIC participants from their host unit. Troops and crews are
encouraged to apply to become MIC 2012 host units. Individual Scouters are encouraged to apply to
become part of the MIC 2012 staff. ‘
